Venue Specific Rules: 

• A qualifying score (as defined by AKC) is required for points to count. 

• All classes which lead to a title are accepted. 

• Maximum number of competitions is THREE (3) for the Annual and Most Improved awards, unlimited for the Achievement award. 

 

Point Schedule: 

1. Score earned 

2. Take the result from step one and add the number of dogs beaten in the class (i.e. if you earn first in a class of 15 dogs, add 14 

points, if you are 10th in a class of 15, add 5 points.)
